Thank you to all parents and carers who are using Dojo to effectively communicate with
classroom teachers. Please be mindful that staff check their phones during their break
times and may miss an important message while they are teaching. If you have not
received a response to an urgent message, please call Reception so that your call can be
directed to the classroom. The Department of Education has made it very clear that all
staff need to switch off from work at a reasonable hour to spend quality time with
their own families, and are therefore not required to reply to a message after hours.
Staff will respond to your messages as soon as practicable and appreciate your ongoing
support and collaboration towards your child's education and well-being.

It is very important that the school is contacted if your child is away. We have recently
experienced increased absences as students present with flu like symptoms and positive
Covid results. Current symptoms have included nausea, vomiting and headache.

A phone call or a message on Daojo allows us to comply with the Department
requirements. I appreciate that children get sick and will need to stay at home until
they are no longer contagious, a medical certificate is required if children are absent
for more than 2 days. Thank you for your co-operation in ensuring your child is well
when attending school.
